The King of Cowboys and Frontier Gal titles are awarded annually to a male and
female who have been active in the equine community. They are either active in horse
activities, long-time parade participants or have been active supports/promoters of equine
activities or events in the Wabash Valley. To be eligible for the award, they must be riding in
the parade. The candidates are selected by nominations prior to July 4th and then win the
title by the WVHA Board of Directors majority vote process on Frontier Day.

ALL OTHER PARADE CLASSES ARE
JUDGED CATEGORIES OPEN TO ANYONE!!

To be eligible for an award, entry must have a number and be dressed in the same
costume both downtown and at the fairgrounds. No ball caps or T-shirts unless it is part of
the costume. Western rider competitors must be in long sleeved shirts. At awards
presentation, you must be in costume to win the trophy. Best Western Pony Boy & Girl Rider
must be dressed western. Registration forms will have a column to indicate the category the
entry is competing for, but they may be considered for any award that the costume fits.
Judges will have descriptions of the class they are judging. So pick out a
category, get out your best boots and hat and come to the Frontier Day Parade. Thanks to all
club members, our sponsors and all participants for helping us present the 65th Annual
Frontier Day Parade.
